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What is IPEDS Data? 

IPEDS data is collected each year per congressional mandate by the 

National Center for Education Statistics (NCES).  NCES is the primary federal 

entity for collecting, analyzing, and reporting data related to education in 

the United States. NCES is located within the U.S. Department of Education 

and the Institute of Education Sciences.

The table below reports the number of degrees and certificates awarded by 

NVC between 2009-2010 and 2015-2016, as well as the proportion of awards 

claimed by gender and racial/ethnic groups. Values identify the number of 

awards conferred, not the number of students receiving awards.  [Some 

students receive multiple awards.]  The most notable change over the past 

seven years is the increase in the proportion of degrees and certificates 

claimed by Hispanic/Latino students (from 23.3% in 2009-2010 to 43.4% in 

2015-2016) and the decrease in the proportion of degrees and certificates 

claimed by white students and students with an unknown race/ethnicity.  

[Note: Graduates with two or more races were not reported by IPEDS until 

fall 2010, as collection of multiple race data began in 2009.]
